The Charging Bull bronze sculpture was created by Sicilian artist Arturo Di Modica.                        
On December 14, 1989 Di Modica arrived on Wall Street with Charging Bull on the back of 
a truck and illegally dropped the sculpture outside of the New York Stock Exchange.                  
The sculpture was conceived in the wake of the 1987 Black Monday stock market crash. 
Having arrived penniless in the USA in 1970, Di Modica felt indebted to America for                   
welcoming him and enabling his career as a successful sculptor. Charging Bull was his gift 
back to America and intended to inspire each person who came into contact with it to 
carry on fighting through the hard times after the market crash for a brighter future.

Hoping to develop a 
breed of dog with maximum strength, 
loyalty, intelligence, and fierceness, 
Dobermann is believed to have mixed 
a number of breeds including the     
German Shepherd, the Great Dane, the 
Greyhound, the Pinscher, and the Rott-
weiler. Today, Dobermanns are com-
monly used as guard dogs and police 
dogs. 

Did you know……, 
The average American pet owner spends  
between $1,000 and $4,200 annually per pet 
for routine care, food, and basic veterinary 
visits, with total lifetime costs often reaching 
between $30,000 and $50,000. Overall, 
Americans spent a record-breaking $158     
billion on pets, with Gen Z owners leading the 
spending. 

Did you know……, 
Cats have amazing hearing ability. A cat's ear has                          
30 muscles that control the outer ear                                                    
(by comparison, human ears only have six muscles). 
These muscles rotate 180 degrees, so the cat can hear in 
all directions without moving its head. Cats can easily 
hear ultrasonic frequencies - such as the high-pitched 
chirps of mice and rodents, which are completely                         
inaudible to humans.

*The Liberty Bell: Each Independence 
Day, descendants of the Declaration 
signers tap the Liberty Bell exactly 13 
times at 2:00 PM (EDT) to honor the 
original 13 states.  
 

*Only two men actually signed the                        
Declaration of Independence on July 4, 
1776: Continental Congress Secretary 
Charles Thomson and John Hancock, 
who famously wrote his name large 
enough for the King to read. The other 
54 delegates signed it later, mostly on 
August 2, 1776. 
 

*The Declaration of Independence was 
stored during World War II at Fort Knox, 
Kentucky. 
 

*Three U.S. presidents died on the 
Fourth of July. Remarkably, John Adams 
and Thomas Jefferson both passed away 
on July 4, 1826—exactly 50 years to the 
day after the Declaration was adopted.  
 

*Over time, there have been 27                    
different official versions of the flag. 
The last addition was Hawaii's star after 
it was added in 1959.

Whale protects scientist from shark 
Marine biologist Nan Hauser experienced this phenomenon in 2017 off 
Rarotonga in the Cook Islands. While she was in the water, a massive 
humpback whale unexpectedly nuzzled her, tucked her under its pectoral 
fin, and lifted her out of the water, shielding her from a 15-foot tiger 
shark. 
The Incredible Encounter 
In September 2017, whale researcher Nan Hauser was filming                         
underwater when a large humpback whale suddenly approached her and 
pushed her through the water. For over 10 minutes, the whale nudged 
her, lifted her on its flipper, and kept her tucked beneath its pectoral          
fin - a protective behavior these whales typically use to shield their calves. 
Unbeknownst to Hauser at first, a massive 15-foot tiger shark was               
swimming nearby. She later realized the whale had been actively                 
shielding her from the shark and guiding her back to the safety of her 
boat. 
The Scientific Perspective 
While this event is a remarkable example of inter-species altruism,                        
it sparked some scientific debate. Some researchers suggest that whales 
may be inherently programmed to protect other species, while others 
note it's difficult to know a whale's exact motivation without more data. 
Regardless of the specific scientific reasons, Hauser believes the whale 

intentionally saved her life and has since become a vocal advocate for the 

intelligence and empathy of these massive marine mammals. 

What to Do in an Emergency 
If you see an animal in distress 
inside a hot vehicle, take action 
immediately: 
Note the Details: Write down the 
vehicle's make, model, color, and 
license plate number. 
Find the Owner: If you are near a 
store, ask management to page the 
license plate over the intercom. 
Call for Help: Immediately call local 
law enforcement (such as the  
Ventura County Sheriff's Dept) or 
animal control. In California, 
trained emergency responders can 
legally remove an animal from a 
vehicle to protect its health and 
safety. 

4th July Fun Facts 
*Americans eat an estimated 150 million hot dogs on                      
Independence Day alone. That's enough to stretch from                
Washington, D.C., to Los Angeles five times over. 
*Despite the holiday's age, Congress didn’t make the 4th of 
July an official unpaid Federal holiday until 1870, and it wasn't 
made a paid holiday until 1938. 

The old expression "blind as a bat" means having very poor              
eyesight, being completely unable to see, or failing to notice 
things happening right in front of you.  The origin of the phrase 
is based on the old misconception that bats cannot see                    
because they fly erratically and rely on echolocation to hunt in 
the dark. However, scientific consensus confirms that bats are 
not actually blind. They possess functional eyes, and many 
species have excellent night vision that is superior to human 
eyesight in low-light conditions.

Evolution & History 

Ancient Origins:  

The earliest ancestor of the modern 
horse, the Eohippus, was a small,                  
dog-sized creature that roamed the 
earth about 55 million years ago. 

Breed Diversity:  

All domestic horses belong to a single  
subspecies (Equus ferus caballus), but 
there are over 400 distinct breeds               
globally. 

First Uses:  

Early civilizations utilized horses for their 
meat and milk, but their domestication 
quickly revolutionized human society by 
providing a massive leap forward                            
in transportation, trade, herding, and 
warfare.  

HORSE QUIZ 
The horse has served man well in various roles -- in 
war, hunting and sport. They also figure            
prominently in mythology and literature.  
Take this quiz and learn more about these              
magnificent creatures. 
 
Q:     What is a centaur? 
 A:  In Greek mythology the centaur was a           

creature with the upper torso of a man and the 
body and legs of a horse.

 A: Nicolai Przewalski found the only species of 

wild horse in Central Asia in 1881 and so it was 
named Przewalski’s horse.

 A: Pegasus is one of the best known creatures 

in Greek mythology. He is a winged divine stal-
lion usually depicted as pure white in color.

      A: The hair from the mane and tail is or was

 Keep your pet indoors on the Fourth of July. If you absolutely must 
bring your pet out with you, ensure he has an ID tag, his  collar fits 
properly, and he is attached to a leash at all times. 

 Get your pet micro-chipped. This can be scheduled as a quick                     
outpatient appointment with your veterinarian.   

 Take a photo of your pet, which will help your community identify 
him should he be lost and found.
